ELECTRICAL

EXTENSION CORDS

Use only 3-wire extension cords that have 3-prong
grounding plugs and 3-pole receptacles that accept the
air compressor’s plug. When using the air compressor at
a considerable distance from the power source, use an
extension cord heavy enough to carry the current that the
compressor will draw. An undersized extension cord will
cause a drop in line voltage, resulting in a loss of power
and causing the motor to overheat. Use the chart pro-
vided below to determine the minimum wire size required
in an extension cord. Only round jacketed cords listed by
Underwriter’s Laboratories {UL) should be used.,

When working with the air compressor outdoors, use an
extension cord that is designed for outside use. This is
indicated by the letters "WA" on the cord’s jacket.
Before using an extension cord, inspect it for loose or
exposed wires and cut or worn insulation.

A warNING:

Keep the extension cord clear of the working area.
Position the cord so that it will not get caught on lumber,
tools, or other obstructions while you are working with
a power tool. Failure to do so can result in serious per-
sonal injury.

A warnING:

Check extension cords before each use. If damaged,
replace immediately. Never use air compressor with a
damaged cord since touching the damaged area could
catise electrical shock resulting in serious injury.

NOTE: Use longer air hoses instead of long extension
cords. Your air comprassor will run better and last longer.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

This air compressor is powered by a precision built
electric motor. it shouid be connected to a power sup-
ply that is 120 voits, 60 Hz, AC only (normal househoid
current). Do not operate this tool on direct current (DC).
A substantial voltage drop will cause a loss of power and
the motor will overheat. If the air compressor does not
operate when plugged into an outlet, double check the
power supply.

SPEED AND WIRING

The no-load speed of the electric motor in this air
compressor is approximately 17,500 rpm. This speed is

not constant and decreases under a load or with lower
voltage. For voltage, the wiring in a shop is as important-as
the motor’s horsepower rating. A line intended only for lights
cannat properly carry a power tool motor. Wire that is heavy
enough for a short distance will be too light for a greater
distance. A line that can support one power tocl may not
be able to support two or three tools.

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

In the event of a malfunction or breakdown, grounding
provides a path of least resistance for electric current

to reduce the rigk of electric shock. This air compressor
is squipped with an electric cord having an equipment-
grounding conductor and a grounding plug. The plug
must be plugged into a matching outlet that is properly
installed and grounded in accordance with all iocal codes
and ordinances.

Do not modify the plug provided. If it will not fit the outlet,
have the proper outlet installed by a qualified electrician.
Improper connection of the equipment-grounding con-
ductor can result in a risk of elactric shock. The conduc-
tor with insulation having an outer surface that is green
with or without yellow stripes is the equipment-grounding
conductor. If repair or replacement of the electric cord or
plug is necessary, do not connect the equipment-ground-
ing conductor to a live terminal.

Check with a qualified electrician or service personnet if
the grounding instructions are not completely understood,
or if in doubt as to whether the tool is properly grounded.
Repair or replace a damaged or worn cord immediately.
This air compressor is intended for use on a circuit that
has an outlet like the one shown in figure 1. It also has a
grounding pin like the one shown. This product must be
grounded. ;

GLOSSARY OF TERMS

Air Filter

Porous element contained within a metal or plastic hous-
ing attached to the compressor cylinder head which
removes impurity from the intake air of the compressor.

Air Tank
Cylindrical component which contains the compressed air,

Check Vaive

Device that pravents compressed air from flowing back
from the air tank to the compressor pump.

Cut-In Pressure

The low pressure at which the motor will automatically restart.
This compressor Cut-In pressure is 125 PSI + 5 PSI.
Cut-Off Pressure

The hight pressure at which the motor will autormatically shut off,
This compressor Cut-Off pressure is 155 PSI + 5 PSI.

Electric Motor

Device which provides the rotational force necessary to
operate the comprassor pump.

Manual On/Off Switch

Control which turns the air compressor an or off. The
pressure switch will not automatically start and control the
caompressor unless the manual On/Off Switch is in the ON
(1) position.

NPT [National Pipe Thread)

National Pige Thread is a U.S. standard for tapered (NPT}
or straight (NPS) threads used to join pipes and fittings.

A thread sealing tape must be used to provide a leak-free
seal on pipe threaded connections,

Pressure Regulator Knob

Regulates the outgoing pressure from the air outlet to the
tool. it is possible to increase or decrease the pressure at
the outlet by adjusting this control knob.

Pressure Switch

Automatically controls the on/off cycling of the compres-
sor. It stops the compressor when the cut-off pressure in
the tank is reached and starts the compressor when the
air pressure drops below the cut-in pressure.

PSI {Pounds Per Square Inch)

Measurement of the pressure exerted by the force of the
air. The actual psi is measured by a pressure gauge on the
COMPIEssor.

Pump

Produces the compressed air with a reciprocating piston
contained within the cylinder.

Regulator Pressure Gauge

Displays the current line pressure. Line pressure is adjust-
ed hy rotating the pressure regulator knob,

Safetly Valve

Prevents air pressure in the air tank from rising over a
predetermined limit,

SCFM {Standard Cubic Feet Per Minute}

A unit of measure of air delivery.

Tank Pressure Gauge

Indicates the pressure in the air tank.

Thermal Overload Switch

Automatically shuts off the compressor if the temperature
of the electric motor exceeds a predetermined limit.

TOOLS NEEDED

The following tocls are needed to tighten the thraad ends of the hose to the female connactor and coupler, the screws
to the nuts of wheels and rubber foot and the male quick coupler to the air outlet fitting on the compressor.

USING THE AIR COMPRESSOR
See Figure 7 - 8.

Ensure power switch is in the OFF {Q) position and air
comprassor is unplugged.

If not already installed, attach hose to compressor as
previously instructed.

Attach 1/4 in. NPT male connecter fitting to accessory
or tool you intend to use.

insert the other end of the male connector te the guick
coupler on the open end of hose.

A warNING:

Always ensure the switch is in the OFF (O} position and
the regulator pressure gauge reads zero before chang-
ing air tools or disconnecting the hose from the air
outlet.

® Connect the power cord to the power supply.

DRAINING THE TANK

See Figure 9.

To help prevent tank corrosion and keep moisture out

of the air used, the tank of the compressor should be

drained daily.

To drain:

® Holding the handle, tilt the compressor toward the
drain valve so that it’s set in a lower position.

B Open the drain valve completely.

B Keep the compressor tilted until all moisture has
been removed.

® Drain moisture from tank into a suitable container.

NOTE: Condensate is a polluting material and should be

disposed of in compliance with local regulations.

B [f drain vaive is clogged, release all air pressure, remove

and clean valve, then reinstall.

A warniNG:

Unplug the air compressor and release all air from
the tank before servicing. Failure to depressurize tank
befare attempting to remove valve may cause serious
personal injury.

® Turn off drain valve until completely closed.

CHECKING THE SAFETY VALVE
See Figure 10.

If air leaks below 20 psi after the ring has been released,
or if the valve is stuck and cannot be actuated by the
ring, Do Not use the air compressor until the safety
valve has been replaced.

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MAINTENANCE

GENERAL MAINTENANCE

Humidity in the air causes condensate to form in the air
tank. This condensate should be drained daily and/or
every hour, using the instructions found in Draining the
Tank.

The safety valve automatically releases air if the air re-
ceiver pressure exceeds the preset maximum. Check the
safety valve before each use following the instructions
found in Checking the Safety Valve.
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Inspect the tank yearly for rust, pin holes, or other imper-
fections that could cause it 1o become unsafe.

Avoid using solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most
plastics are susceptible to damage from various typas of
commercial sclvents and may be damaged by their use.
Use clean cloths to remove dirt, dust, oil, grease, etc.

A warnNNG:

Do not at any time let brake fiuids, gasoline, petrofeurn-
based products, penetrating oils, etc., come in contact
with plastic parts. Chemicals can damage, weaken or
destroy plastic which may result in serious personal
injury. Electric tools used on fibergiass material, wall-
board, spackling compounds, or plaster are subject

to accelerated wear and possible premature failure
because the fiberglass chips and grindings are highly
abrasive to bearings, brushes, commutators, etc. Con-
sequently, we do not recommended using this tool for
extended work on these types of materials.

LUBRICATION

All of the bearings in this toal are lubricated with a suffi-
cient amount of high grade lubricant for the life of the unit
under normal operating conditions. Therefore, no further
lubrication of the bearings is required. )

1} Attach % in. NPT male connector fitling (A) to the air
inlet (k) of the tool (Fig. 1).

NOTE: Apply thread sealing tape on all threaded
connections.

2) The ratchet wrench is provided with a 3/8" - 1/2"
adapter (B} that accepts the 1/2" sockets included in
the kit {Fig. 2}.

3) Connect the ratchet wrench to the compressor as
explained in the Compressor manual at chapter

4) Use the compressor regulator to adjust to the
recommended working pressure for the task to be
performed.

5) Ensure the direction of rotation is correct before
operation. Set the selector to the “F” position

loosen {Fig. 3).

6) Operate the tool by depressing the ‘lever' (C) on the
handie (Fig. 3).
